  TOP TIPS

• For an earlier and even better show, you can plant in the autumn 
(Aug-Oct) for flowering in the following spring.

• Remove any weeds from the area before sowing, ensuring there are 
no large clumps of soil or stones and rake so there is a fine tilth 
(smooth surface).

• Water regularly but gently to avoid washing away the seeds.
• Protect young plants from pests, particularly slugs.
